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Evaluation of Yeadon Westfield Junior School PE and Sport Funding 2019/20

At Yeadon Westfield we realise that the premium must be used to fund additional and sustainable improvements to the provision of PE and sport, for the benefit of primary-aged pupils, in the 2018 to 2019 academic year, to encourage the development of healthy, active lifestyles. We will be held accountable for how we have used the additional funding to support pupils progress and participation in P.E and school sport. We are required to publish on-line information about how we have used the additional funding, including details about our sporting provision alongside curriculum details. This will ensure that parents, carers and others are made fully aware of the P.E and sporting opportunities available to children at Yeadon Westfield Junior School.

How has the Sports funding been spent at Yeadon Westfield Junior School?
[bookmark: _GoBack]This school year we received a total grant of £27,222.00 This has been paid in two instalments to be spent over the two financial years. Our focus on PE and sports has also involved some local free activities and training.
Objectives of spending PPSG:
· The premium must be spent by schools on making additional and sustainable improvements to the provision of PE and sport for the benefit of all pupils to encourage the development of healthy, active lifestyles. Make improvements now that will benefit pupils joining the school in future years. 

The five key indicators that we have been set are:
· The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity - the Chief Medical Officer guidelines recommend that all children and young people aged 5 to 18 engage in at least 60 minutes of physical activity a day, of which 30 minutes should be in school.
· The profile of PE and sport is raised across the school as a tool for whole-school improvement.
· Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport.
· Broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils.
· Increased participation in competitive sport.

In order to achieve this, we have given ourselves the following aims:
· To enable children to have access to specialist sports coaches at lunch times.
· To offer Pupil Premium children an opportunity to access sport.
· To provide existing staff with training or resources to help them teach PE and sport more effectively.
· To introduce children to new sports (e.g. karate, yoga, orienteering and climbing) in PE lessons and after school clubs.
· To provide funding to link up with local sports clubs to encourage more pupils to take up sport.
· Run sport competitions within school.
· Increase pupils’ participation in the School Games.
· Run sports activities with other schools and the local community.
· Target and actively engage Pupil Premium children. 

How We Evaluated the Impact of PPSG 2018-2019
The impact was measured in a variety of ways:
· Levels of participation at lunch time sports being run.
· Levels of participation in school sport including afterschool clubs, inter and intra-school sports competitions and city-wide events to increase as evidenced by attendance.
· Pupil surveys on their thoughts of activities they had the chance to participate in.
· Increase in the number of pupils joining local clubs and activities in the local community.
· Improvement in quality of teaching, knowledge and skills as evidenced by monitoring of planning. 
· Improved facilities which are easy to access and hold high quality equipment for pupil’s use. 
· Increased number of children accessing PE and sport activities, including pupils who did not before attend clubs and have experienced new clubs/sports, evidenced by pupil numbers and interviews.
· Monthly meetings with the Sports Council to get their feedback.
·  Pupil Premium Pupils accessing extra-curricular sporting activities.
· The amount of Year 6 pupils that can swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres, use a range of strokes effectively, perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations.
· School awarded Gold award from School Games.
· Engagement with local sports clubs and the community.
· Analyse the amount of Pupil Premium children that have actively engaged within extra-curricular sports.

Continue to hold celebration assemblies for sporting achievements both in and out of school. Children are engaging with the timetable and asking about up and coming events. Children are engaging with local clubs on the back of posters being displayed.


	· Ensure that Sports awards assemblies are continued in the next academic year
· Complete a 2018-19 sports newsletter.
Next Steps
Invite local sports clubs in to school to run assemblies to increase participation in sport. Ensure that children know that the newsletter has gone home and encourage their parent to read it.

	· Raise the profile of P.E throughout school, embedding sport within the curriculum.

	· Orienteering to be taught in P.E lessons –G & T writers to be used to write reports on events.

	
	Cross curricular links being used well through Orienteering in lessons (All children taking part in these sessions for a term each) Year 6 have found a link to a history topic. Find a link for each year group? Can this link up with the school development plan or plans to improve the outdoor use in lessons. Children in Year 6 have an improved knowledge of the Dragon Boats used by the Vikings. Increased enthusiasm for the topic driven by physical activity.

	· Plan for Orienteering to be used in school again starting in Autumn Term.
· Develop a list of G & T / HA writers that can be used as sports reporters at events.
Next Steps
Embed this across school each year group using a link like Year 6 at least once a year. This to be discussed at Staff meeting about curriculum.

	School participated in Aqua Festival, Brownlee Triathlon, Cross Country, Basketball, Cricket, Sports Hall athletics, Multiskills, Tri Golf and Tennis through Active Leeds. Children have also attended Dodgeball, football and netball through the ALP Trust. Opportunities to attend Hockey?? Children able to plan events for INTA- School competitions to aid the School Games Mark application.  As a result of this over 75% of pupils on role have participated in a competitive sports event.
	· Continue to enter the events and update the website with pictures.
· Enter a wider range of sports- Use sports coaches to do taster sessions so children are up to speed with the rules before they compete.
Next Steps
Continue to pay for SLA and enter as many events as possible continue to earn School Games Mark Gold to eventually earn Platinum.

	· Celebration days/ assemblies for worldwide sports events.
	· Use coaches to expand children’s knowledge of sports in line with worldwide events E.g. Football in line with the World Cup. Netball in line with their World Cup.
	
	Children participated in a World Cup launch day. As part of the day they got to research the history of the competition, play in competitive year group matches, design their own football kits and take part in an hour’s street soccer skills. Pictures on the website. Opportunities to work alongside local football clubs e.g. Guiseley to host the event in the stadium? Children engaged in the World Cup results throughout the competition and became more enthusiastic about it. All children tried a new sport in Street Soccer which led to children attending local sessions. After the day, more children signed up to afterschool football club which increased participation levels.
	· Continue to hold events in line with world sporting events.
· Raise the profile of alternative sports events.
· Continue to adapt the curriculum to provide children to participate in sports that match worldwide events.

Inform children of alternative sports events. Such as the Handball world cup, World Triathlon events etc.

	· Continue to use links with specialist karate, orienteering and skipping coaches. Velocity to deliver a wide range of sports including boxercise and archery as part of the curriculum.
	
	Karate and orienteering now written into the curriculum. Meet with Velocity coaches to alter the curriculum to meet what they are delivering. High quality lessons being delivered in sports that children wouldn’t normally receive. This has resulted in more children signing up to extra-curricular clubs and more children wanting to attend sporting events.
	· Meet with Velocity coaches to update the school curriculum map with any opportunities they may offer.
· Meet with Karate and orienteering to continue provision.
Next Steps
Working with the sports council develop a questionnaire to find what sports children would like to be included in the P.E curriculum.

	· Ensure dinner activities are varied.

	· External providers- Soccer 5s to deliver a different sport each day and rotate the sports on a half termly basis. These sports to be determined by questionnaires completed by the School Sports Council.

	
	Pictures on the website of children participating in dinner time sports and reward play time activities. Why are children choosing not to take part? Over 75% of children have chosen to take part in sports coach led sessions at lunch times which has resulted in behavior incidents to drop and increased activity levels of some of our least active children. 
	· Meet with Soccer 5’s provision for next year.
· Train children and staff to lead these sessions to make the provision internal.
Next Steps
Working with the sports council develop a questionnaire to find what sports children would like to be included in the P.E curriculum. Also, develop an electronic log so further analysis of participation can be done.

	· Improve the range of sports offered as extra-curricular activities.

	· Karate was offered to all as an extra-curricular club. Orienteering ran for two terms. Football club, Archery club and a Multi Skills club also ran throughout the year.

	
	Pictures of children on the website taking part in karate and orienteering as extra-curricular activities. Other sports have included tri-golf and archery. What other sports could we offer using velocity coaches? Waiting lists were developed as need for afterschool clubs was so large. Move that 50% of children in the school attended at least 1 afterschool club. 20% of school attended more than one.
	· Meet with external providers to continue current provision.
· Encourage staff to run extra- curricular clubs.
Next Steps
Working with the sports council develop a questionnaire to find what sports children would like to be offered as extra-curricular activities.

	· Offer opportunities for pupil premium children to take part in a karate club.

	· Pupil premium children given priority places to the karate afterschool club.

	
	Pictures of children on the website taking part in karate. Are there any activities they would prefer? Is there an option that they can attend for more than a term? All pupil premium children were offered the opportunity, after taking part 2 children joined a karate club out of school.

	Qualified instructors paid for during the year 6 residential, these instructors to deliver outdoor and adventurous activities. Opportunities for all year groups? Plans for this to happen on a yearly basis so all children in the school to receive the opportunity during their time at Westfield.
