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Evaluation of Yeadon Westfield Junior School PE and Sport Funding 2017/18

At Yeadon Westfield we realise that the premium must be used to fund additional and sustainable improvements to the provision of PE and sport, for the benefit of primary-aged pupils, in the 2017 to 2018 academic year, to encourage the development of healthy, active lifestyles.
We will be held accountable for how we have used the additional funding to support pupils progress and participation in P.E and school sport. We are required to publish on-line information about how we have used the additional funding, including details about our sporting provision alongside curriculum details. This will ensure that parents, carers and others are made fully aware of the P.E and sporting opportunities available to children at Yeadon Westfield Junior School.
How has the Sports funding been spent at Yeadon Westfield Junior School?

This school year we received a total grant of £14519. This has been paid in two instalments to be spent over the two financial years. Our focus on PE and sports has also involved some local free activities and training.

Objectives of spending PPSG:
· The premium must be spent by schools on making additional and sustainable improvements to the provision of PE and sport for the benefit of all pupils to encourage the development of healthy, active lifestyles. Make improvements now that will benefit pupils joining the school in future years. 
The five key indicators that we have been set are:
· the engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity - the Chief Medical Officer guidelines recommend that all children and young people aged 5 to 18 engage in at least 60 minutes of physical activity a day, of which 30 minutes should be in school
· the profile of PE and sport is raised across the school as a tool for whole-school improvement
· increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport
· broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils
· increased participation in competitive sport






In order to achieve this we have given ourselves the following aims:
· To enable children to have access to specialist sports coaches at lunch times
· To offer Pupil Premium children an opportunity to access sport
· To provide existing staff with training or resources to help them teach PE and sport more effectively
· To introduce children to new sports (e.g. karate, yoga, orienteering and climbing) in PE lessons and after school clubs
· To provide funding to link up with local sports clubs in order to encourage more pupils to take up sport
· Run sport competitions within school
· Increase pupils’ participation in the School Games
· Run sports activities with other schools
· Target and actively engage Pupil Premium children 

How We Evaluated the Impact of PPSG 2017-2018

The impact was measured in a variety of ways:
· Levels of participation at lunch time sports being run (appendix 1)
· Levels of participation in schools sport including afterschool clubs, inter and intra-school sports competitions and city wide events to increase as evidenced by attendance (appendix 2).
· Pupil surveys on their thoughts of activities they had the chance to participate in (appendix 3)
· Increase in the number of pupils joining local clubs and activities in the local community (appendix 4).
· Improvement in quality of teaching, knowledge and skills as evidenced by monitoring of planning (appendix 5). 
· Improved facilities which are easy to access and hold high quality equipment for pupil’s use. 
· Increased number of children accessing PE and sport activities, including pupils who did not before attend clubs and have experienced new clubs/sports, evidenced by pupil numbers and interviews (appendix 1 and 6).
· Monthly meetings with the Sports Council to get their feedback (appendix 8)
· All Pupil Premium Pupils accessing extra-curricular sporting activities (appendix 9)
· The amount of Year 6 pupils that can swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres, use a range of strokes effectively, perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations (appendix 10)
· School awarded Gold award from School Games (appendix 11)
· Engagement with local sports clubs and the community (appendix 12)
· Analyse the amount of Pupil Premium children that have actively engaged within extra-curricular sports (appendix 13)
