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Evaluation of Yeadon Westfield Junior School PE and Sport Funding 2016/17

The government have pledged £150 million per annum for the next 3 years to support P.E and school sport in primary schools. The Sport Premium Funding is ring-fenced and therefore can only be spent on provision for P.E and sport in schools. This funding is being jointly provided by the Departments for Education, Health and Culture, Media and Sport. The government have also announced a further commitment to P.E and sport until 2020 if they are elected in the next general election.
We will be held accountable for how we have used the additional funding to support pupils progress and participation in P.E and school sport. We are required to publish on-line information about how we have used the additional funding, including details about our sporting provision alongside curriculum details. This will ensure that parents, carers and others are made fully aware of the P.E and sporting opportunities available to children at Yeadon Westfield Junior School.

How has the Sports funding been spent at Yeadon Westfield Junior School?

This school year we received a total grant of £9,120. This has been paid in two instalments to be spent over the two financial years. Our focus on PE and sports has also involved some local free activities and training.

How We Evaluated The Impact of PPSG 2016-2017

The impact was measured in a variety of ways:
· Levels of participation in schools sport including afterschool clubs, inter and intra school sports competitions and city wide events to increase as evidenced by attendance (appendix 1).
· Increase in the number of pupils joining local clubs and activities in the local community (appendix 2).
· Improvement in quality of teaching, knowledge and skills as evidenced by staff surveys and observations. The target is for teaching observations to be at least good and many outstanding (OFSTED judgements) in line with our SDP target (appendix 3).
· Improvement in pupil’s skills as measured by assessment (appendix 4). 
· Improved facilities which are easy to access and hold high quality equipment for pupil’s use. 
· Increased number of children accessing PE and sport activities, including pupils who did not before attend clubs and have experienced new clubs/sports, evidenced by pupil numbers and interviews (appendix 1 and 5).
