Dear Parents/Carers,
I am delighted to be able to share with you the final report, following the school Ofsted inspection in January 2022. We continually evaluate the school so that we know where we are and what we need to do to improve.  Ofsted agreed with all the judgements that we had made in advance of the inspection and currently judge the school to be good in all areas. 
As you may be aware, a new Ofsted framework was introduced in 2019.  Changes place a greater emphasis on providing a knowledge-based curriculum where the measure of progress is based on children remembering more. Leadership of subjects has an increased profile which is reflected in the report when it refers to “Leaders”. Each teacher in school has responsibility for the leadership of a curriculum area and work alongside the Senior Leadership Team to continually develop their curriculum area. Reading is given a high priority and Safeguarding remains essential. 
We are very proud that the report recognises many strengths in the school and the initial paragraph sums up what it is like to be at Westfield Junior School very well. During verbal feedback the inspector described the Reading provision as “first class” which was really pleasing. He looked at every child’s cross curricular book and said that they were some of the best he had seen which made us feel very proud. Safeguarding and Behaviour were also seen as areas of strength.
We are always on a journey, developing each curriculum subject area in respect of Intent, Implementation and Impact. Staff meetings have focused on the learning journeys that children will take throughout each topic which are developing well, but are more developed in some subject areas (such as Maths, Science, History and Geography) than others, as these are the subjects that have been prioritised in the first instance. We are currently working on developing all subjects to the same high level across the whole range of the curriculum.
[bookmark: _GoBack]We take on board the suggested targets for improvement over the next few years. The inspection led to some really useful discussions and advice. We will continue to further develop subject specific vocabulary in wider subject areas and carefully consider ways to evidence how much the children have retained as prior learning. This has recently been more challenging, as some of the prior learning for current topics took place during the Spring/Summer terms of 2020 and 2021 whilst lockdowns and home learning took place. The pandemic has also made it more difficult for leaders at all levels (SLT, Subject Leaders and Governors) to get into classes and interview pupils or observe lessons. Hopefully, this will now be easier to do in coming months, which will allow us to better assess what prior learning has been remembered and build on this even more effectively.
I would like to thank all parents and carers who contributed to the parent view survey. We will, as always, continue to work with you to make Yeadon Westfield Junior School the best school that we can for all our pupils.
