YEADON WESTFIELD JUNIOR SCHOOL COMPUTING POLICY
Rationale
At Yeadon Westfield Junior School we recognise that pupils are living in a rapidly changing world, in which computing is playing an ever-increasing role. We aim to equip children with the skills to adapt to new technology and to give them confidence to use computing to further their learning and assist them in everyday life. In doing so, all pupils will have access to computing equipment and resources, according to their ability and age range.

We believe that increased computing skills promote independent learning and give greater access to a wide range of ideas and experiences. Computing enhances the quality of children’s work across the curriculum and enriches the learning process. Computing has deep links with mathematics, science, history, geography, and design and technology.

The core of computing is computer science, in which pupils are taught the principles of information and computation, how digital systems work, and how to put this knowledge into practice through programming. Building on this knowledge, pupils develop digital literacy — the ability to use technology to express themselves, create content and communicate safely and effectively.



Aims of the Computing Curriculum
• To meet the requirements of the National Curriculum for Computing


• To develop children’s individual computing capability and understanding

• To ensure all children know how to stay safe online

• To enhance teaching and learning across the curriculum

• To develop computing as a tool for learning, creativity and investigation

• To equip pupils with the confidence and capability to use technology throughout life

• To recognise the potential and necessity of computing in everyday life

• To stimulate interest in new and emerging technologies
The national curriculum for computing aims to ensure that all pupils:

•
can understand and apply the fundamental principles and concepts of computer science, including abstraction, logic, algorithms and data representation

•
can analyse problems in computational terms, and have repeated practical experience of writing computer programs in order to solve such problems

•
can evaluate and apply information technology, including new or unfamiliar technologies, analytically to solve problems

•
are responsible, competent, confident and creative users of information and communication technology.
Implementation of Policy
· We use research from the National Centre for Computing Education and other reputable bodies to create a well-sequenced, progressive curriculum that helps children become fluent and capable computer users.
The key concepts in computing we plan progression for are as follows:

· Problem solving and logical thinking

· Creative Content

· Digital literacy

At Yeadon Westfield Junior School to enhance the teaching and learning of all curriculum areas within the school, teachers employ a range of strategies including:

· Demonstrating to the whole class/group using the Interactive Whiteboard.

· Discussion with the whole class/group.

· Individual or paired working.

· Collaborative group work.

· Encouraging pupils to demonstrate new skills to others

At Yeadon Westfield Junior School, Computing is planned and taught using the following three purposes of study from the national curriculum: computer science, information technology and digital literacy.

The school uses the NCCE Teach Computing Curriculum scheme of work to deliver the Computing national curriculum across all year groups. The Computing curriculum incorporates cross curricular links and discrete computing skills. Computing should be taught as part of our creative curriculum, while still teaching the discrete skills required. Children in Key Stage 2 should all spend at least 1 hour per week studying computing. Children will spend additional time using computing to support other subjects.
At Yeadon Westfield Junior School we recognise the need for children to understand the purpose of their work and therefore we take every opportunity to share their computing work in school and on the school website within the Computing curriculum section.
Children will be encouraged to evaluate both their work and the computer effectiveness. The nature of computing as a tool means that there will be many opportunities for links with other subjects.

Teachers will plan some activities which emphasise the development of computing capability and others which support the subject being taught. 

In order to ensure progression and continuity throughout the school, the school has developed a curriculum map which outlines curriculum coverage, progression and context of computing as a discreet subject and across the curriculum.
AI and Emerging Technologies
Yeadon Westfield Junior School recognises the increasing presence of artificial intelligence (AI) in education and society.

• AI tools may be used to support staff planning and pupil learning, where appropriate, safe and ethical.
• No pupil personal data will be entered into AI systems.
• Pupils will be taught about AI, including recognising bias, misinformation and responsible digital citizenship.
• AI use must align with curriculum aims and safeguarding requirements.

Expectation in COMPUTING

At the end of KS2 children should:

· Design, write and debug programs that accomplish specific goals, including controlling or simulating physical systems; solve problems by decomposing them into smaller parts 

· Use sequence, selection, and repetition in programs; work with variables and various forms of input and output 

· Use logical reasoning to explain how some simple algorithms work and to detect and correct errors in algorithms and programs 

· Understand computer networks including the internet; how they can provide multiple services, such as the world wide web; and the opportunities they offer for communication and collaboration 

· Use search technologies effectively, appreciate how results are selected and ranked, and be discerning in evaluating digital content 

· Select, use and combine a variety of software (including internet services) on a range of digital devices to design and create a range of programs, systems and content that accomplish given goals, including collecting, analysing, evaluating and presenting data and information 

· Use technology safely, respectfully and responsibly; recognise acceptable/unacceptable behaviour; identify a range of ways to report concerns about content and contact. 

Resources

The school acknowledges the need to continually maintain, update and develop its resources and to make progress towards a consistent, compatible system by investing in resources that will effectively deliver the strands of the national curriculum and support the use of computing across the school. Teachers are required to inform the technician of any faults as soon as they are noticed in a log book within the School Business Managers office. Resources, if not classroom based, are located in the computer areas or stored away by the technician and computing leader, Kath Clarkson.

All staff will receive annual training in online safety, new technologies, secure data handling and curriculum expectations. New staff will receive ICT induction covering safeguarding, AUP and system access.
Sustainability and Device Lifecycle
• The school will maintain an equipment renewal cycle to ensure devices remain safe, functional and up-to-date.

• Obsolete equipment will be recycled responsibly in line with environmental and data protection standards.
Health and Safety (see also health and safety policy) 
· The school is aware of the health and safety issues involved in children’s use of ICT and Computing. 

· All fixed and portable electrical appliances in school are PAT tested. Staff should not bring their own electrical equipment in to school but if this is necessary, then the equipment must be PAT tested before being used in school. 

· Damaged equipment should be reported to the technician, Computing lead (Kath Clarkson) or School Business Manager (Debra Thornton) who will arrange for repair or disposal. 

· Children should be supervised when using plug sockets. 

· Trailing leads should be made safe behind the equipment.
· Liquids must not be taken near the computers.
· Online safety forms an integral part of the curriculum, and the school will deliver further education during the delivery of the national curriculum for Computing throughout the year, through assemblies and safer internet day.

SECURITY
· The technician, Computing lead and School Business Manager will be responsible for regularly updating anti-virus software. 

· Use of ICT and Computing will be in line with the school’s ‘Acceptable Use Policy’. All staff, volunteers and children must sign a copy of the schools AUP (Appendix 2). 

· Parents will be made aware of the ‘Acceptable Use Policy’ at school entry in year 3 or upon entry to the school (Appendix 1).

· All pupils will be aware of the school rules for responsible use to login to the network and will understand the consequence of any misuse. 

· The agreed rules for safe and responsible use of ICT and Computing and the internet will be displayed in all ICT and computing areas.
· Staff must use strong passwords and will adopt two-factor authentication where available.
· Pupils change their passwords regularly and will not share them.
· Shared logins should be avoided unless expressly authorised.
· Staff and pupils will receive age-appropriate cyber-security education, including phishing awareness, secure passwords and safe data handling.
· Suspected cyber incidents must be reported immediately to the Computing Lead and School Business Manager.
Data Protection and Privacy (GDPR)
• All ICT practice will follow UK GDPR and the school’s GDPR Data Protection Policy.
• Personal data, including photographs, videos and names, must be stored and transmitted securely.
• Staff must not use personal devices for storing or transferring school data unless approved and secured.
• Pupils will be taught about personal information, consent and digital privacy.

Filtering and Monitoring
• The school uses appropriate filtering and monitoring systems to safeguard pupils online.
• The DSL and Computing Lead review filtering and monitoring reports regularly.
• Pupils are taught that filtering is not perfect and to report any unsuitable content immediately.

Inclusion and Equal Opportunities

All children will be encouraged and helped to reach their full potential regardless of their social class, race, gender, culture, disability or learning difficulties. This philosophy is reflected in Computing, as it is in all areas of school life.

Computing is a particularly good area to develop a sense of achievement and self-esteem in all children. We aim to give every child the opportunity to achieve success at his/her own level and provide activities and experiences which allow all children to achieve their full potential.

Most computing activities are suitable for all abilities. Pupils who are lacking in confidence or have learning difficulties are often able to find areas of strength in computing, if dealt with in a sensitive way and given extra time and opportunities for development and performance. 
Regular assessment of pupil needs and understanding plays a vital role here as does the provision of appropriate resources, the internet and our whiteboards offer a wealth of materials that can be matched to suit individual or group needs, enabling all pupils to develop their computing skills.
The school will use assistive technologies such as speech-to-text, enlarged displays and accessibility settings to support SEND pupils. Staff receive training to use these tools effectively.

ASSESSMENT

The purpose of assessment is to inform our weekly planning and ensure development of the children’s abilities. As a school, foundation subjects will use ‘I can…’ statements in planning and assessing work.

At the end of each unit, staff complete a class assessment sheet, as in other foundation subjects. This lists the objectives for that unit, highlighting the lower achievers, enabling them to be more closely monitored, and the higher achievers who can then be challenged.

In Computing most of the work will be assessed by:

· observing children at work;


· listening to children;


· discussion with children;


· questioning children;


· considering and discussing the work produced, either written or oral and through self-assessment. Work is also saved on the school network where possible;


· recording images and videos onto iPads and uploading onto the school website.

Monitoring and Evaluation.
There is an ongoing cycle of monitoring at Yeadon Westfield Junior School. The subject leader will be allocated a block of time during the academic year to undertake monitoring of the subject linked to their subject action plan and, at times, the whole school development priorities. This will focus on Computing teaching and learning and may include talking to the children and adults; planning and looking at evidence of children’s work on the school network and classroom displays. Results of this monitoring will inform the subject leader’s action plan. 

Disability Equality Impact Assessment

This policy has been written with reference to and in consideration of the school’s Disability Equality Scheme. Assessment will include consideration of issues identified by the involvement of disabled children, staff and parents and any information the school holds on disabled children, staff and parents.
Role of the Computing Leader

The computing subject leader is responsible for

· Overseeing the implementation of the computing curriculum

· Monitoring the learning and teaching

· Ensuring the assessment is relevant and informative

· Making purchasing decisions

· Ensuring all staff are appropriately trained in both Computing hardware and software

· Keeping up to date with developments in computing

· Liaising with the technician

· Observing computing lessons

· Monitoring / supporting computing planning

· Preparing policy documents such as the Computing policy and Online Safety policy
· Advising colleagues and helping to develop expertise

· Liaising with the staff team

· Contributing to staff computing INSET training
