Each series of art lessons should include:
· an introduction of a new skill (In sketchbooks – no I can or date to be written on books)
· practice of a new skill (in sketchbooks – no date or I can to be written on books) 
· development of an idea using inspiration (in sketchbooks) 
· plan the final product (either by way of planning sheet or I sketchbooks if appropriate) 
· making the final product
· evaluation of the process and the product – should be a continuous process throughout each lesson. 
All lessons
a use sketchbooks to record ideas;

Spring 1 – Earthquake 3D Drawing - painting 
Drawing:
a use a variety of techniques to add effects, e.g. shadows, reflection, hatching and cross-hatching;
